Average Course Loads

The average course load of undergraduate students is 13.3 hours which is a slight decrease from 13.4 in
Spring 2002. The average course load for graduate students (including Alternate Certification students,
Master's plus 30, and Extended Studies students) is 5.9 hours, which is a decrease from 6.0 in Spring
2002. In Spring, a full-time undergraduate student is enrolled in 12 or more hours and full-time graduate
students in 9 or more hours. Part-time undergraduate students are enrolled in less than 12 hours and
graduate students in less than 9 hours.
