Southeastern’s Student Technology Fee Committee was established in early 1999.   The committee is currently comprised of the Student Government Association President and four members of SGA appointed by the SGA President and the following University administration representatives: Chief Information Officer, Vice President for Student Affairs, Assistant Vice President for Academic Affairs, and the Director for Basic Computing Services. Meetings are held three times during the Fall and Spring Semesters and one time during the summer.  The mission statement of the Student Technology Fee Committee is as follows:

The mission of the Student Technology Fee Committee is to facilitate communication and provide for periodic input and analysis of utilization of technology fee proceeds detailed in the Technology Fee Use Agreement. The committee provides a mechanism for consistent dialogue between members of the university administration and the Student Government Association regarding the effectiveness of the fee, feedback from users, and discussions about possible revisions in the use of technology fee proceeds.

The web site for the Student Technology Fee Committee continues to provide information about the fee to Southeastern students and other interested individuals.  The address is: http://www.selu.edu/admin/stf/index.html.
Dr. John Crain, Southeastern President, and Ms. Molly Fenton, previous Southeastern SGA President signed the 2009-2011 Student Technology Fee Usage Agreement in July 2009. 
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Progress made during 2009-2010
A balance of $1,662,349 was carried over from the previous fiscal year.  $2,008,003 was collected during 2009-2010 making a total available for the fiscal year of $3,671,952.  $1,421,631 was spent, carrying over $2,250,321 to the 2010-2011 fiscal year.
Special projects approved for funding include:  $200,000 was dedicated to a network upgrade to improve speed and reliability through replacing multi mode fiber with single mode fiber.  $101,676 was re-dedicated from a door access pilot program to a switches and servers upgrade.
The following is a summary of major projects and expenditures:

Student Technology Assistants (STA)/Graduate Technology Assistants (GTA), Student Technology Liaisons and Interns, Student Productivity Services Coordinator and Student Technology Services Coordinator - $409,753

Computer Labs and Equipment (software and supplies included) - $915,432
Other Diversified Technology Projects - $506,199 for Large, Matching and Small Project Proposals and other approved projects and expenditures
The Student Productivity Services Coordinator, Ms. Clarissa Sampey, continued in the position.  Her staff of Student Technology Assistants and Graduate Technology Assistants were utilized in a multitude of capacities through this past year, some of which include:

Staffed and supplied printing materials in the open and restricted computer labs.

Assisted with updates for the SPS/STS computer labs brochure to reflect location changes.

Maintained SPS/STS web pages in Collage

Provided phone and email support to students with technology questions such as Blackboard

Monitored use of equipment over the previous year for SPS Checkout Service

Conducted the property control inventory each semester to track the technology fee equipment purchases

Training courses were offered each semester and are required for Student Technology Fee student employees.  Training courses in the areas of Customer Service, Communication Skills, Ethics, SPS Orientation, Lab Basics, Time Management, Conflict Resolution , Leadership Skills, and Blackboard are offered in addition to training of the software application package provided and supported by the student technology fee.
The Student Technology Services Coordinator, Marcus McMillian, continued in the position.  Marcus and the Student Technology Assistants:
Installed new equipment and software in Student Technology Fee computer labs which had reached their equipment replacement cycle.
Monitored the status of equipment and software in Student Technology Fee computer labs to ensure maximum availability to students.
Handled the technical aspects of maintaining Student Technology Fee computer labs and check-out equipment.
Performed installation and removal of software for short-term special sessions held in Student Technology Fee computer labs.
Updated the implementation of the DeepFreeze security solution for all Student Technology Fee Labs.

Worked on overall lab improvements, including deep freeze updates, and SPSS upgrades.
