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Small Project Proposal

Small Project Proposals will be accepted according to the following schedule:

Due by noon on the first Monday in October (10/4/21) – College of Business, College of Education, Computer Science, Industrial and Engineering Technology (Chemical, Civil, Electrical, OSHE), Chemistry, Mathematics, Library, Division of Student Affairs, Finance and Administration, University Advancement, Music and Performing Arts, and all other areas reporting to the Provost and President not listed in the other group.
Due by noon on the first Monday in February (2/7/22) – College of Nursing and Health Sciences, ISAT, Biological Sciences, Industrial and Engineering Technology (Industrial, Materials, Mechanical), Physics, English, World Languages and Cultures, Communication and Media Studies, History and Political Science, Psychology, Sociology and Criminal Justice, General Studies, Office of Technology, and all other areas within the College of Arts, Humanities and Social Sciences not listed in the other group.

If two or more proposals come from different departments within the same college, they must refer to the needs of each department.  Any submission of similar proposals by the same or different departments in a college will be considered breaking a proposal to comply with the $5,000 limit and will not be considered for funding.
Interested parties must complete the “Student Technology Fee—Small Project Proposal” application and the necessary coversheet with approvals. Please provide brief answers to each question. Funding will not be provided for personnel, student labor, furniture or consumable supplies. Any proposal that involves setting up a new lab or setting up equipment in a new location should be reviewed by either Physical Plant or Facility Planning.  Supporting documents showing approvals must be provided.  Quotes must be attached to the hard copy of the proposal (but do not have to be included in the .pdf).
