Minutes from the February 5, 2013 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance:  Committee members – Mike Asoodeh, Donna Methvien, Marvin Yates, Josie Walker,  Branden Summers, Meghan Heitmeier, Stephen Smith and Blaine McGowan.  Devin Champagne gave his proxy to Branden Summers.  Also in attendance were Jason Domiano and Shannon Sciortino.  
The meeting began at 8:00 a.m.
· The November 27th meeting minutes were reviewed.  Branden Summers made a motion to approve the minutes.  Meghan Heitmeier seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Reports on Action Items: 
· Fayard 119 lab – Mike Asoodeh did request from the Dean of Arts, Humanities and Social Sciences that a lab schedule showing reasonable hours of use from multiple departments be provided before the Spring 2013 semester began.

· Equipment Checkout – Jason Domiano will report at the next meeting on the policy to be put in place for damaged, unusable, unreturned checkout equipment.  He reported that Sam Domiano’s office is still working with the suggested policy, which is proposed as follows:

· $50 fine for damaged, but useable equipment
· purchase price for damaged, un-useable equipment
· purchase price for non-returned equipment
· suspension of checkout privileges for students who fail, three times, to return equipment within 30 minutes of the three-hour checkout time period
· Software Installation – Donna Methvien did have the software installed in Anzalone 216.  
· Small Projects – Shannon Sciortino did notify the grant recipients.
· Large Projects – Shannon Sciortino did notify the grant recipients.
· Introductions – The members of the committee introduced themselves.

· Spring 2013 Schedule – Shannon Sciortino handed out and reviewed the Spring 2013 Student Technology Fee Schedule.  Branden Summers selected Stephen Smith and Meghan Heitmeier to sit with him on the Small Projects sub-committee.  Dr. Asoodeh mentioned that he and the SGA President will attend the Student Technology Fee budget hearing towards the end of the semester.
· Fund Balance – Dr. Asoodeh reviewed the proposed Fund Balance spending for the 2013-2014 fiscal year.  He discussed some of the needs the Fund Balance has previously met and can continue to meet.  A motion was made by Marvin Yates to approve the proposed Fund Balance spending.  Branden Summers seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.
· Tour of Fayard – The full STF committee took a tour of the labs in Fayard to see recent changes made, as well as the new Student Technology Center.  The changes were made to ensure that assets are being more fully utilized.  Action Item:  The students will publicize the new Student Technology Center and have it promoted in the Lion’s Roar.  Meghan asked why the Student Technology Center, which used to be the 24-hour-lab, is now only open from 6 a.m. until midnight.  Dr. Asoodeh replied that the usage during the late hours was minimal and that due to the loss of some student enrollments, we have had to reduce the budget by $50,000.  This also reduces the funds available for student labor.  Cuts were made to reduce hours in areas that would affect the fewest number of students.  Student labor was reduced, across the board, for STF supported labs as well as STF supported graduate assistants.  More and more students have access to their own devices, so support for mobility and wireless service will be maintained as availability of the labs is reduced.  Action Item:  Jason will look at brackets for the computers in Fayard 119 to allow more room on the desktops.
· A motion to adjourn was made by Meghan Heitmeier.  Branden Summers seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 a.m. 

· Next Meeting –The next meeting will be held on March 5, 2013 and will be coordinated by Shannon Sciortino.
