Minutes from the March 14, 2011 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance: Committee members – David Cavell, Charika Tolliver, Amanda Rivault, Mike Asoodeh, Josie Walker.  Marvin Yates and Donna Methvien gave their proxy to Mike Asoodeh.  Baylen Fontenot gave his proxy to David Cavell, and Maria Richardson gave her proxy to Charika Tolliver.  Also in attendance were Marcus McMillian, Clarissa Sampey and Shannon Sciortino.  
The meeting began at 2:00 p.m.
· The February 7th meeting minutes were reviewed. David Cavell made a motion to approve the minutes. Charika Tolliver seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Reports on Action Items: 
· Bi-Annual Agreement – Shannon Sciortino did send the bi-annual agreement to the committee members.  The Small Project sub-committee did submit a recommendation for change to the bi-annual agreement.
· Small Project Proposals – Shannon Sciortino did notify the grant recipients.
· Surplus Computer Proposals – Donna Methvien did notify the department and distribute the surplus computers.
· Small Project Proposals  – Three small project proposals were received requesting $12,119.  A motion to approve proposals in the amount of $10,790 was made by David Cavell.  Amanda Rivault seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will notify the grant recipients.

· Request for Software Proposals  – There were two requests to add additional software in the New Biology Building 210 and Anzalone 216 labs.  A motion was made by David Cavell to accept these proposals.  Charika Tolliver seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Donna Methvien will notify the recipients and have the software installed.   There was a request to add software funded by the Student Technology Fee on an on-going basis to the business labs in Garrett 73, 80, and 99.  A motion was made by David Cavell to accept these proposals.  Charika Tolliver seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.    Action Item:  Donna Methvien will notify the recipient and have the software installed.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will add the software to the on-going software budget.
· Bi-Annual Agreement/Preliminary 2011-2012 Budget – There was a recommendation to add a paragraph to the bi-annual agreement stating the following: 
“In February of each year, an assessment of the Technology Fee fund balance will be done. The unallocated balance remaining in the budget, which would include the amounts saved from allocated funds and the contingency funds, will be made available to the President and the Vice Presidents for use in a manner that benefits student technology at Southeastern.  A proposal for the use of the funds will be brought to the committee in the March meeting for consideration.”
A motion to accept the bi-annual agreement with the inclusion of the above paragraph was made by David Cavell.  Amanda Rivault seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will amend the agreement as stated and will send it to the President for signature.
A motion was made by David Cavell to suspend the existing agreement in favor of the provision in the new agreement.  Amanda Rivault seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will inform the President and Vice Presidents and invite them to submit a proposal with recommendations for spending up to 75% of the available funds for projects that would benefit students.  
An additional $8,000 over the original budget has been spent on printing in the 42206-Computer Lab Budget.  Students have increased the number of pages they are printing.  A motion was made by David Cavell to increase the Computer Lab Support budget by $30,000.  Amanda Rivault seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will submit a budget adjustment and increase the 42206 budget by $30,000.
· A motion to adjourn was made by Amanda Rivault.  Charika Tolliver seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 2:21 p.m.
