Minutes from the April 14, 1999 Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows: 

In attendance: TiJean Rodriguez, Brad Bendily, Carlton "Cleve" Bankston, Devin Gregoire, Tina Stephens, Dr. Jill Landesberg, Dr. Mike Asoodeh, Dr. Paul Riggs, Mr. Fred Guillot and Ms. Clarissa Schiro. Rosalyn Chauvin and Sandy Miller were also present.

 Tina Stephens reported on a meeting of 21 SGA Presidents with Governor Foster and State Representatives. None of the meeting attendees nor the House Education Committee were in favor of the bill introduced by Rep. Curtis of Alexandria. The plans are to amend it to a minimum level that would be acceptable to Rep. Curtis. 

 The minutes from the last meeting were approved as written with two changes being made to the minutes, one a grammatical change and one a correction changing SSRC to FPSSRC. These corrections are being made before the SGA President and the Assistant Vice President for Technology sign the minutes.

 Clarissa Schiro reported on the ADA Recommendations for Cardinal Newman Hall. Action Item: Clarissa will obtain additional information about door opening requirements and coordinate the necessary changes to the room and equipment for that lab. 
 Dr. Asoodeh reported that he and Mr. Guillot have the presentation almost completed for Dr. Moffett to give the SGA Senate on April 26th and will forward it to him as soon as it is completed.

 Action Item: The definitions of labs will be brought by Mr. Guillot to the next meeting
 The labs in the dorms were discussed, as they are different from the usual dorms in other buildings or in other departments. A subcommittee was formed to specifically look at the dorm labs and make recommendations for future plans. Those on this subcommittee are: Dr. Jill Landesberg, Cleve Bankston, and Clarissa Schiro.
 Action Item: Dr. Riggs and Dr. Asoodeh will get with Dr. Gerald Guidroz to obtain a copy of the agreement for the Denham Springs Lab and bring it to the next meeting. 
 Dr. Asoodeh gave everyone a copy of the campus map, created by his secretary, Donna DeMers, which shows the location of all labs on campus with the buildings identified. Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh requested that everyone review the map and notify him of any changes. This map will be used in the brochure that Clarissa is working on which will also include the lab definitions. 

 There will be no change to the SGA or SPS web sites to send e-mail messages to both the SGA President and SPS Coordinator.

 Brad Bendily brought the proposal to the committee for a Student Productivity Center designed for enhancing the technology available to students. This is an idea that will take a lot of planning to implement. After some discussion it was recommended that any comments and suggestions for expanding or changing any of the ideas Brad has presented in the proposal be forwarded to Brad. Action Item: Brad will report back to the committee as progress is made on refining the proposal working towards a finished plan for implementation.
 The Technology Fee agreement to be submitted for renewal was reported on by the subcommittee and a review of the changes were given. Action Item: The subcommittee will make the recommended changes and have a completed proposed agreement for the committee’s approval at the next meeting.
 Dr. Paul Riggs reported on the work the budget subcommittee has completed. Action Item: The subcommittee will continue work refining the budget and have a completed proposed budget for the committee’s approval for the next meeting. 
Tina Stephens asked for the Agreement and Budget to be finished in time to report to the Senate so that it will help them re-affirm the assessment of the Technology Fee by May 3. 

 The meeting was adjourned at 4:15 p.m. with the next meeting scheduled for Wednesday, April 28th at 2:00 p.m in the Athletics Computer Lab.
