Minutes from the April 23, 2001, Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance: Committee members - Mike Asoodeh, Bea Baldwin, Brad O’Hara, Donna Methvien, Cleve Bankston, Will Wayne, Dave Petit, Ademir Karsik and Gennipher Mosley.  Also in attendance were Archie Carriere, Clarissa Schiro and Rosalyn Chauvin.

· The meeting began at 8:15 a.m.

· New Committee Member - Gennipher Mosely was introduced to the committee as a replacement member for Jessica Rigdell who will no longer be a committee members.

· The April 16th meeting minutes were reviewed.  A motion was made by Cleve Bankston to approve the minutes, with the change made, and seconded by Dave Petit.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Next meeting – There will be a meeting held next Monday, April 30, 2001 at 8:00.

· Reports on Action Items –

· Web Mail – A discussion was held concerning the response that Web Mail has given about the student’s request to be notified when an e-mail is sent out or cannot be sent out.  If anything further develops Dr. Asoodeh will report on it.

· Tennis Technology – Ademir reported on the information that has been gathered concerning the Scoreboard for the Tennis courts.  There are other proposals coming in but the one they like best so far is for all 8 scoreboard to be in on for a price of $49,178.   He also reported that the students on the STF committee are recommending that the committee not consider the request for radar guns since they wouldn’t serve but a few students.  Ademir reported that from the information they have received so far on the ball machines the most appropriate machine would cost $3,596 each for a total of $7,192 for both that have been requested.  The committee indicated its support of funding the ball machine project as well as the scoreboard. Action Item:  Ademir will put together a final proposal on both items for next Monday’s meeting. 


Cleve Bankston and Dave Petit arrived at this time.

· Dr. Asoodeh stated that all committee members need to make every effort to be punctual for these meetings so that business can be conducted properly.

· Tech Fee Legislation – Cleve provided the committee members with copies of the legislation with the changes made.  A motion was made by Dave Petit and seconded by Bea Baldwin to approve the legislation as presented.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion.

· Tech Fee Usage Agreement  – The Strategic Planning Subcommittee indicated that the wording of this agreement is being reworked to follow that subcommittee’s proposed strategic goals of the Student Technology Fee.

· 2001-2002 Budget – Several questions came up during discussion about the budget that has been proposed.  Changes to the wording and where some items appear on the proposal were recommended.  Dr. Asoodeh mentioned to the committee that the pricing for Microsoft Office products will increase on May 1st by 4% to 9%.  He recommended that we consider upgrading from Office 97 to Office 2000 on all computers in the Student Tech Fee labs.  The committee requested specific pricing for this purchase before approval.  Action Item:  Rosalyn will make the recommended changes to the budget proposal document.  Action Item:  Donna Methvien will provide the information concerning pricing Office 2000 for all Student Tech Fee computers (less the number of computers for which this software has already been purchased by the academic department.)

· A motion to adjourn was made by Ademir Karsik and seconded by Brad O’Hara.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 a.m.
