Minutes from the July 2, 2012 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance: Committee members – Branden Summers, Blake Matherne, Jeremy Stoufflet, Donna Methvien, Josie Walker, Marvin Yates and Mike Asoodeh.  Abhishesh Acharya gave her proxy to Branden Summers.  Also in attendance were Jason Domiano and Shannon Sciortino.  
The meeting began at 2:00 p.m.
· The April 19th meeting minutes were reviewed.  Dr. Yates made a motion to approve the minutes.  Branden Summers seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Reports on Action Items: 
· Budget Hearing – Shannon did request a budget hearing.  The budget hearing was held, and the budget recommended by the committee was approved.
· Introductions – Dr. Asoodeh briefly discussed the history and purpose of the Student Technology Fee Committee.  The members of the committee introduced themselves.  

· 2012-2013 STF budget – Dr. Asoodeh distributed copies of the approved 2012-2013 Student Technology Fee budget and reviewed it.  A copy of the Proposed Fund Balance Project Spending was distributed and reviewed by the committee.  Dr. Asoodeh discussed the need to supplement maintenance in the amount of $205,000 due to the university experiencing significant budget cuts.  Branden Summers made a motion to reduce the Proposed Fund Balance Project Spending by $205,000 and use the $205,000 to support maintenance.  Jeremy Stoufflet seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Shannon will reduce the Proposed Fund Balance Project Spending from $1,200,000 to $995,000 and work with the budget office to have $205,000 added to the 42215-Software budget from the Fund Balance.
· Relocating the 24-Hour Lab – Dr. Asoodeh discussed that the 24-Hour Lab was once in Fayard.  Due to some needs related to the Math Department, it was moved to Tinsley.  The intent was for this to be a temporary location, pending the possibility the lab could be included in the plans for the Student Union expansion.  Given that the lab was unable to be included in the Student Union Expansion Project, the lab will return to Fayard at the request of the students who approved the original move of the lab to Tinsley.  This will increase the capacity of the lab and move it to a more central location.  When the 24-Hour Lab was in Fayard previously, we wasted a good deal of energy cooling the building.  To make the lab more energy efficient when the rest of the building is not in use, doors will be installed in the hallway which will allow a new air conditioning system, which will also be installed, to be isolated from the rest of the building.  The cost of installing the doors and an isolated air conditioning system is around $70,000.  Blake Matherne made a motion to designate $70,000 from the 42212-Other budget for the purpose of installing doors and air conditioning in the new 24-Hour Lab.  Branden Summers seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving the motion.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will designate $70,000 for the move of the 24-Hour Lab to Fayard.
· A motion to adjourn was made by Dr. Yates.  Branden Summers seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 2:30 p.m. 

· Next Meeting –The next meeting will be held during the Fall, 2012 semester and will be coordinated by Shannon Sciortino.
