Minutes from the September 22, 2011 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance: Committee members – Luke Holloway, M.J. Ahmad, Grace Gilbreath, Maria Richardson, Donna Methvien, Josie Walker, Marvin Yates, and Mike Asoodeh.  William Takewell gave his proxy to Luke.

Also in attendance were Jason Domiano and Shannon Sciortino.  
The meeting began at 7:45 a.m.
· The June 23rd meeting minutes were reviewed. Marvin Yates made a motion to approve the minutes. M.J. Ahmad seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Reports on Action Items: 
· Students for Fall 2011 – Shannon did get with Luke to get the names of the students serving on the committees for Fall 2011.
· Agreement/Budget/Spending Breakdown  - Shannon did send the committee members the 2-year agreement, the 2011-12 budget, and the $1.5 million spending breakdown for the President/VP Projects.
· Prints Available for Fall 2011 – Dr. Asoodeh did reduce the number of prints for the Fall 2011 semester from 100 prints/credit hour to 75 prints /credit hour.
· Printing Policy/Notification – Dr. Asoodeh did put a printing policy in place to prevent the printing of blank pages, and he did ensure that notes were put on each of the computers.

· Additional Funds for Budget 42206 – Shannon Sciortino did record in the minutes that an additional $1,275 was approved for budget 42206 for the 2010-2011 year in order to purchase extra paper/toner for the labs.

· Fall 2011 Schedule  – Shannon Sciortino reviewed the Fall 2011 schedule.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will adjust the schedule to accommodate Fall Break, and will correspond with Sponsored Research to let them know the date they should receive a decision on the Matching Projects has been pushed back due to Fall Break.
· Surplus Computers/Surplus Equipment  – There were five requests for a total of 28 surplus computers and 1 printer.  Education and Human Development asked for 1 printer, Educational Leadership & Technology asked for 1 computer, Biological Sciences asked for 7 computers, Teaching & Learning asked for 17 computers, and Financial Aid Reception asked for 3 computers.  A motion was made by Donna Methvien to accept these proposals.  M.J. Ahmad seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.    Action Item:  Donna Methvien will notify the recipients and have the computers disbursed.  Donna Methvien also submitted a request to surplus broken or outdated equipment to Property Control.  A motion was made by Donna Methvien to surplus the equipment.  M.J. Ahmad seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion
· Tinsley 101 Printers  – Donna Methvien discussed that there is a need in the Tinsley Lab for a new black & white printer and a color printer.  The black & white printers which are currently in the lab cannot handle the load, and the color printer is broken and is past repair.  A motion was made by Donna Methvien to purchase one black and white printer and one color printer for the Tinsley 101 lab.  Dr. Yates seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.    Action Item:  Donna Methvien will purchase the printers and have them installed in the Tinsley 101 lab.
· Client Mobility With Jason Domiano as Team Leader  – Dr. Asoodeh asked all members of the committee to introduce themselves.  He then asked Jason Domiano to introduce himself and discuss the projects he has recently worked on which will improve student accessibility to technology.  Jason is the Team Leader for Client Mobility, and he is now Marcus McMillian and Clarissa Sampey’s supervisor.  Marcus and Clarissa are both paid by the Student Technology Fee.  Due to the responsibilities Jason is assuming which are Tech Fee related, Dr. Asoodeh requested that the Student Technology Fee cover 20% of Jason’s salary plus fringe benefits.  A motion was made by M.J. Ahmad to have the Student Technology Fee pay for 20% of Jason’s salary plus fringe benefits.  Maria Richardson seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will report back to the committee the exact dollar amount associated with 20% of salary plus fringe benefits.  This apportioning of salary will be retroactive to the time at which Jason assumed responsibility as Marcus and Clarissa’s supervisor and began working on improving student accessibility (August 15, 2011).  The money for 2011-2012 will come from the fund balance.
· Spending Report on $1.5 million for President & VP Projects – Dr. Asoodeh reviewed the spending on projects funded by the $1.5 million designated for President & VP Projects.

· Ongoing Budget for Image Now  – Dr. Asoodeh discussed the need to increase the annual funding in support for the Image Now project from $35,000 to $75,000.  In addition to an increase in the price of annual maintenance, additional equipment needs to be purchased for Image Now.  The digitalization of files on campus will be expanded.  The funds for this project will come from the fund balance.  A motion was made by Dr. Yates to increase the annual maintenance for Image Now from $35,000 to $75,000.  Maria Richardson seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will record the increase in funding for Image Now.
· A motion to adjourn was made by Luke Holloway.  Marvin Yates seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 a.m.
