Minutes from the September 25, 2008 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance: Committee members –  Mike Asoodeh, Zealon Solomon, Greg Gaiennie, Chris Barcelona, Donna Methvien, Marcus McMillian and Shannon Sciortino.  
The meeting began at 2:00 p.m. 

· The July 9, 2008 meeting minutes were reviewed. A motion was made by Zealon Solomon to approve the minutes. Chris Barcelona seconded the motion. The vote was 5-0 in favor of approving this motion.
· Reports on Action Items:
· Action Item:  A report and recommendation from the Lab Usage Subcommittee will be provided at the next meeting based upon usage data.  Dr. Yates and the SGA President will work on preparing the proposal to create a lab in the Student Union as soon as the Student Union renovation plans are finalized. Dr. Yates will meet with the current and future SGA Presidents as well as Donna Methvien before the next STF meeting.  
· McCliman’s Upgrade – This was paid from the Other/Contingency budget.  No budget adjustment was necessary as the Contingency funds were already in this budget.
· University Housing Surplus Computers – Donna Methvien mentioned that Housing may consider requesting more surplus computers if usage of these initial computers indicates such a need.
· Wireless in Greek Commons Area – Wireless is up and running in the Greek Commons area.
· Fall 2008 Calendar – Shannon reviewed tentative meeting dates for committee and sub-committee meetings.  It was discussed that December 5th will not work for the Large Project and full STF Committee meetings.  The students have indicated that they can meet the afternoon of Thursday, December 4th around 1:00 p.m. instead.  Action Item:  Shannon will check Dr. Yates’ schedule for December 4th.  Dr. Asoodeh will work with Dr. Yates on the Large Project Proposals.  He will replace Dr. Baldwin on the Large Project Sub-Committee.  Action Item:  Shannon will modify the room request to meet on December 4th instead of December 5th if Dr. Yates is available.  Action Item:  Dr Yates will communicate the Large Project Sub-Committee’s Matching Project recommendations.  These are due to Sponsored Research before the date of the next full committee meeting, and they will be finalized at the October 31st meeting.

· Surplus and Software Request - There were five Surplus Computer Proposals submitted.  Biology submitted four of these proposals (1st - two computers for thesis research, 2nd - one computer for thesis research, 3rd - one computer for master’s research, 4t h - one computer and one Mac for graduate student teaching assistants).  There are no Macs available, but it was proposed to offer them two PC’s instead.  There was also a request from I.T. for two computers, which will be used in the Robotics Lab.  A motion was made by Zealon Solomon to approve the Surplus Computer Proposals, with the amendment on the 4th Biology proposal to offer a PC in place of the Mac.  Greg Gaiennie seconded the motion.  The vote was 5-0 in favor of approving this motion.  A Software Request was submitted to install AutoCad Light in Tinsley 101 for I.T. students.  A motion was made by Zealon Solomon to approve this software request.  Chris Barcelona seconded the motion.  The vote was 5-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Donna will communicate this to the applicants for surplus computers.
· 24 Hour Lab Safety - Security and safety was discussed in reference to the 24 Hour Lab. Lighting is the number one issue.  Also, it was suggested that the police be asked to periodically stop at the lab and walk in to show their presence.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will communicate the request to campus security asking them to periodically walk into the 24 Hour Lab during their patrol.  Currently there is one light on the Mims side of the building and three lights between Mims and the back of Pursley.  There is also a large light pole by the front.  There are plans for two more light poles to be installed in the front of the building in the very near future.  However, it is still somewhat dark in front of McGehee Hall.  Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh will ask Byron Patterson and Chief Prescott to join him early one morning or at night to evaluate the lighting around Tinsley Hall.


· Budget Update - The $500,000 budget that was designated for McClimans two years ago has been spent.  The additional $100,000 for McClimans which was approved this summer was also spent.  Of the $200,000 budget which was approved for the 24 Hour lab, there is $101,675.87 left because a lot of the work was done by Physical Plant.  Dr. Asoodeh recommended that this be used for a security system to be installed in Tinsley, McClimans, and Dyson. This would be a pilot program for a security system for the campus.  Five groups would be in charge of this security system: Office of Technology, Campus Police, Card System, Physical Plant, and Facility Planning.  Chris Barcelona suggested having student representation on the security committee.  If the system is determined to be successful, Dr. Asoodeh recommended committing $50,000 a year from the Student Tech Fee budget for Building Security.  He will also ask the university to commit an annual amount to security.  A motion was made by Chris Barcelona to use the remaining $101,675.87 towards the security pilot program and for a presentation to be made in the future regarding an on-going financial commitment.  Zealon Solomon seconded the motion.  The vote was 5-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh will work with his team to come up with a solution by the end of October, and will discuss it at a future meeting.

· A motion to adjourn was made by Chris Barcelona.  Zealon Solomon seconded the motion. The vote was 5-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 2:50 p.m. 

· Next Meeting –The next meeting will be held Friday, October 31st at 3 p.m.
