                     The July 7, 2005 meeting minutes were reviewed. A motion was made by Paul Donaldson to approve the minutes. Aron Walker seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
                     Dr. Marvin Yates, Interim Vice President for Student Affairs was introduced.  He will be replacing Dr. Brad O'Hara on the Student Technology Fee Committee.  They are both attending this meeting as a transition.
 
                     Reports on Action Items:
 
Benches for wireless computing – Dr. Asoodeh stated that he and Paul will report at a future meeting on the benches for the Student Union Park wireless computing area.

                     Small Project Proposal Subcommittee recommendation – Dr. Asoodeh reported that the subcommittee recommends approval of 4 of the 6 small project proposals totaling $12,150.  A motion to approve these recommendations was made by Paul Donaldson.  Aron Walker seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 
                     Surplus Computer Proposal Subcommittee recommendation – Donna Methvien reported that the subcommittee recommends approval of 5 surplus computer proposals.  A 6th proposal was recommended for approval with the stipulation that the Honors Dept. must provide us with proof that Facility Planning/Physical Plant assessed the location and deems it capable of handling the three computers.  The total of all 6 proposals is 10 computers and 5 printers. A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Dr. Marvin Yates.  Paul Donaldson seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Surplus Computer Proposal Subcommittee second recommendation – Donna Methvien reported that the subcommittee recommends surplusing directly to Property Control 35 computers (outdated) and some old monitors.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Dr. Marvin Yates.  Paul Donaldson seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Request for Software Installation – Donna Methvien presented a request from General Business and recommended that it be approved.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Dr. Marvin Yates.  Paul Donaldson seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     2005-2007 Student Technology Fee Agreement – Dr. O'Hara reported that the approved changes were made to the 2005-2007 agreement and recommended that the committee approve it.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Paul Donaldson. Dr. Marvin Yates seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item: Paul Donaldson will take the agreement to the SGA Senate for approval and meet with Dr. Moffett to sign the new agreement. 
 
                     Computer Lab Printing – Dr. O'Hara reported that his subcommittee has been meeting on a few occasions.  They have moved forward with implementing some parameters for student printing and have communicated those to the students.  Some issues they need to address will be discussed at their next meeting on Thursday, September 29, 2005. 

 

                     Hurricane Katrina – Surplus Computers – Dr. Asoodeh reported on two needs for surplus computers that arose after Hurricane Katrina.  One need was for eight computers, one printer and a switch to temporarily create a dorm lab in the Old Taylor Hall where displaced students will be housed.  The second was for eight computers by the Southeast Louisiana Business Center to temporarily aid businesses relocating to this area allowing them to have access to email and the internet.  He requested approval from the committee to accommodate these two needs.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Paul Donaldson.  Dr. Marvin Yates seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     College of Business Computer Labs – Dr. Asoodeh reported on a request by the College of Business to bring Garrett 73 and Garrett 80 under the Student Technology Fee.  If approved, these two labs would be upgraded with the next group.  To synchronize the upgrade of the three labs, the next upgrade for all three would occur in Summer 2008. After discussion, a motion to approve this recommendation was made by Dr. Marvin Yates.  Paul Donaldson seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Large Project Proposals – Dr. Asoodeh reported on a recommendation to allow departments that will be requesting BOR grants to submit their request to the STF committee for matching funds at an earlier deadline.  This would allow the departments to know if they will have matching funds available before they submit their BOR grants.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Paul Donaldson.  Dr. Marvin Yates seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.
