                     Glyn Smith, our new Student Technology Services Coordinator was introduced. 
 
                     The September 28, 2005 meeting minutes were reviewed. A motion was made by Dr. Marvin Yates to approve the minutes. Paul Donaldson seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
                     Reports on Action Items:
 
o              2005-2007 STF Agreement – Paul Donaldson reported that he will be presenting the new 2005-2007 Agreement at the SGA meeting on Monday, November 14, 2005, and will sign it with Dr. Moffett after that. He will send the signed original agreement to Dr. Asoodeh for the file.
 
                     Budgetary Issues – Dr. Asoodeh presented a recommendation to the committee that $500,000 of surplus funds be allocated as follows:
 
1 - Another round of Large Project Proposals available to all department with a February 2006 deadline:  $250,000
2 - Another round of matching funds proposals for grant requests to external sources that require a match: $100,000
3 - No Small Project Proposals will be accepted until Spring 2006. Three rounds of Small Project Proposals for Spring 2006 be accepted in accordance with groups similar to Large Project Proposals: Additional $150,000 added to the available Small Technology Fee Funds.
 
A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Paul Donaldson.  Dr. Bea Baldwin seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will communicate these additional proposal opportunities to the University administration.
 
                     Small Project Proposal Subcommittee Recommendation – Dr. Asoodeh reported that the subcommittee recommends approval of 5 small project proposals totaling $20,218.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Dr. Marvin Yates. Paul Donaldson seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
                     Small Project Change Recommendation – Dr. Asoodeh made a recommendation that beginning in 2006-2007 Small Project Proposals be submitted on a three times a year basis in groups similar to the Large Project Proposals. A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Aron Walker. Paul Donaldson  seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will communicate this change to the University administration.
 

                     FPSSRC Request – Dr. Asoodeh presented a request from the FPSSRC Lab regarding reducing the number of computers in that lab from 30 to 26.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Dr. Marvin Yates.  Paul Donaldson seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
                     Request for Software Installation – Donna Methvien presented two requests, one for the SGA Lab in the Library and one for Fayard 129 and NCMB 160. She recommended that both be approved.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Aron Walker.  Paul Donaldson seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Large Project Proposals – Dr. Yates reported that the Large Project Proposal subcommittee recommends approval of four of the six proposals that were submitted totaling $79,590 in matching funds for BOR grants.  This would leave $220,000 available for the remaining Large Project Proposals. A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Aron Walker.  Paul Donaldson seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Extra Student Printing – Dr. Asoodeh brought a recommendation to the committee regarding a plan to allow students to pay for extra prints once their allocated number of prints has been exhausted. A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Dr. Marvin Yates.  Aron Walker seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will communicate this to the students through a web page and also communicate this to the University administration. 
 
                     A motion to adjourn was made by Dr. Marvin Yates. Aron Walker seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting adjourned at 11:45 a.m.
