The meeting began at 2:30 p.m. 
 
    The September 23rd meeting minutes were reviewed. A motion was made by Brad O'Hara to approve the minutes. Ademir Karisik seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
         Report on Action Items:
 
o     Mathematica – Mike Asoodeh reported on the cost information for a campus license for Mathematic.  Action Item:  Mike Asoodeh will work with Dr. Katie Pedersen and Transitional Studies to find out the specific needs across campus for this software.   
Action Item:  He will also have the members of the Small Project Proposal subcommittee meet to review all software being used in the labs for possible upgrade or deletion.
 
o     Surplus Computer Proposals – Mike Asoodeh reported that he notified the Deans and Vice Presidents we are now accepting surplus computer proposals at any time.  In addition, the available computer and peripheral inventory can be seen on the STF web page.
 
o     Large Projects – Mike Asoodeh reported that he went to the Deans and Vice Presidents with the RFP for the Large Project Proposals.
 
o     Blackboard Update – Dr. Asoodeh provided an update on the expenditures towards the Blackboard upgrade, a copy of which is attached to the minutes.
 
o    Web Scheduler data – Mike Asoodeh provided data on the usage of WebScheduler.  Action Item:  The Office of Technology will send an email to all students regarding the availability and features of Web Scheduler. 
      

     Small Project Proposal –Mike Asoodeh reported that the Small Project Proposal subcommittee recommended that all seven proposals submitted be approved.  These proposals totaled $23,991 and were from Biology (2), Recreational Sports and Wellness, Chemistry & Physics, Mathematics, Music and Dramatic Arts, and Student Publications.  A motion was made by Brad O’Hara to approve these recommendations.  Bea Baldwin seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

     Surplus Computer Proposals – Donna Methvien reported that the Surplus Computer Proposal subcommittee recommended approval for distribution of 2 of the 2 computers requested.  A motion was made by Brad O'Hara to approve this recommendation.  Ashley McKee seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

     Software Installation Requests – Donna Methvien reported on two Requests for Software Installations.  A motion was made by Ademir Karisik to approve this recommendation.  Ashley McKee seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

     Large Projects – Brad O’Hara reported on the subcommittee’s recommendation to approve the funding of 6 proposals totaling $304,372.  A motion was made by Ashley McKee to approve this recommendation.  Ademir Karisik seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion. Overall, the subcommittee reviewed few proposals that advanced the technological standing of the university.  Many requests were submitted that solicited funds to replace equipment purchased previously, while others appeared to have a narrow focus that did not maximize benefits to students.  In light of the experience of this semester's requests, the subcommittee recommends that we re-examine our large project proposal process, keeping in mind the tenets of the newly signed tech fee agreement.  A discussion was then held concerning re-examining our Large Project Proposal process and possible options for change.  Action Item:  The Large Project Proposal and Small Project Proposal subcommittees will look at each of their processes for possible streamlining.  Action Item:  Ademir Karisik and Eric Johansen will research the use of Blackboard for submitting Large, Small and Surplus Proposals.  

 
     Computer Lab Usage Report – Eric Johansen provided a handout with graphs representing overall use of the Student Technology Fee Computer Labs.  He also provided information concerning the usage of computers in the SOAC lab.  After some discussion it was determined that Eric will have someone look at the location being requested for a poster printer by the SGA to determine if it will or will not interfere with the operation of the SOAC lab.  Action Item:  Eric will report his findings to the committee.
