· The October 26, 2009 meeting minutes were reviewed. A motion was made by Dr. Yates to approve the minutes. Theron Batie seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Reports on Action Items:
· STF Committee Member – Molly let Shannon know David Cavell would replace Greg Gaiennie. 

· Sub-Committee Members – Molly designated some sub-committee members previously, but will finalize all sub-committee memberships after this meeting.

· Surplus Computers – Donna Methvien notified the departments and transferred the computers/amplifier/camera that were approved through Surplus Computer Proposals.
· Matching Projects & Small Projects – Shannon notified the recipients of the matching project and small project grants.

· STF Website – Shannon updated the website with current information on Large Project Proposals.
· Security System Pilot Program - Dr. Asoodeh reported that discussions have begun with an international company.  He will report further at the next meeting.
· Dean’s Council – Dr. Asoodeh notified the Dean’s Council that there would be no large project proposals accepted in the Fall, 2009.

· Small Projects– Nine small project proposals were submitted requesting a total of $40,189.  A motion to accept the proposals in the amount of $34,639 was made by Dr. Walker.  Molly Fenton seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will notify the grant recipients.
· Blue Phones– The original funding for blue phones came from the Technology Fee.  Additional funding was received from other sources and the number of phones on campus was expanded.  Some of the phones are now getting old.  Many are in need of replacement, and the maintenance on the phones has now run out.  A blue phone proposal was discussed among the committee outlining the replacement and repair of the blue phones.  A motion to fund the blue phones with $30,000, plus an additional $5,000 of annual maintenance, was made by Molly Fenton.  Lacie Thomas seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.  
· A motion to adjourn was made by Molly Fenton.  Lacie Thomas seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 2:50 p.m. 

· Next Meeting –The next meeting will be held in the Spring 2010 semester and will be coordinated by Shannon Sciortino.
