Minutes from the July 10, 2014 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance:  Committee members – Stephanie Travis, Timothy Reeling, Mallory Patorno, Bradley Watson, Alexis Quackenbush, Marvin Yates, Josie Walker, Donna Methvien and Mike Asoodeh.  Also in attendance were Shannon Sciortino and Jason Domiano.  
The meeting began at 3:30 p.m.
· The April 14, 2014 meeting minutes were reviewed.  Stephanie Travis made a motion to approve the minutes.  Timothy Reeling seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Reports on Action Items: 
· Print Update – This will be discussed in detail below.
· Budget Hearing – Shannon Sciortino did contact the President’s office, and the budget hearing was held.
· Introductions – Members of the committee went around the table and introduced themselves.  Dr. Asoodeh gave a brief history and described the function of the Student Technology Fee committee.  
· Budget – Mike Asoodeh reviewed the budget for the 2014-2015 fiscal year.  Action Item:  Shannon Sciortino will send an electronic copy of the 2014-2015 budget and the proposed fund balance spending to the committee members.
· Print Update –Dr. Asoodeh reviewed print abuse that has happened in the past where students were printing blank pages to use up their prints.  Stephanie Travis requested that the term “print abuse” be defined in a policy so people can be held accountable.  Marvin Yates suggested that students found to be excessively abusing their use of prints should have their print access removed, and be called in to discuss the issue with them.  He suggested that a policy be developed, communicated to the students, and enforced by Student Conduct.  Action Item:  Stephanie Travis, Timothy Reeling, Marvin Yates and one additional person from his office will look at the student issues in this area and make a recommendation for an addendum to be made to the existing computer use policy.  Dr. Asoodeh will then take this recommendation to the President and the Provost.
Teachers have been asking students to print power point slides and bring them to class.  They have also asked students to print out their disaster recovery materials.  This has caused students to have to use up a portion of their prints.  Dr. Walker discussed this with the Provost.  The Provost brought this to the Dean’s Council and asked them to discuss this issue with the Department Heads and faculty.  

Another area of discussion was teachers not allowing the use of electronic devices, such as iPads or laptops, in their classroom.  Action Item:  Dr. Walker will bring a copy of the agenda for the Dean’s Council where the effective use of prints was discussed.  Dr. Walker requested that specific examples from the students be given in order to effectively address the issue.
· Surplus Equipment – Donna Methvien had a request to surplus old checkout equipment that no longer works.  There was also another request to surplus non-working equipment that had been in storage.  A motion to surplus the equipment was made by Stephanie Travis.  Timothy Reeling seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion.  Action Item:  Donna Methvien will surplus the equipment.  Donna Methvien also received a surplus computer proposal for 8 surplus computers to be used as classroom teaching stations in the Livingston Center.  A motion to accept the proposal for surplus computers was made by Marvin Yates.  Stephanie Travis seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion.  Action Item:  Donna Methvien will transfer the computers to the Livingston Center.  
· Library Printer -  Mallory Paterno discussed a color printer the library received through a small project proposal grant.  She stated it was just sitting there because it has no paper or toner.  Mallory wanted to figure out how to put it to use for the students.  This is a printer that was granted to the library contingent upon the library providing the paper and toner.  One option is for the printer to be given back to the Student Technology Fee to be used in a location that participates in the Go Print system.
· A motion to adjourn was made by Marvin Yates.  Timothy Reeling seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 4:14 p.m. 

· Next Meeting – The next meeting will be held during the fall semester, and will be coordinated by Shannon Sciortino.
