Minutes from the September 22, 2014 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

In Attendance:  Committee members – Stephanie Travis, Timothy Reeling, Aaron Johnson, Corey Darvill, Alexis Quackenbush, Josie Walker, Donna Methvien and Mike Asoodeh.  Also in attendance was Shannon Sciortino.  
The meeting began at 12:30 p.m.
· The July 10, 2014 meeting minutes were reviewed.  Aaron Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes.  Stephanie Travis seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

· Reports on Action Items: 
· Print Update – This will be discussed in detail below.
· 2014-2015 Budget – Shannon Sciortino did send an electronic copy of the 2014-2015 budget and the proposed fund balance spending to the committee members.
· Dean’s Council Agenda – Dr. Walker still needs to bring a copy of the Dean’s Council agenda where printing was discussed.

· Surplus Equipment -- Donna Methvien did surplus the old checkout equipment.
· Surplus Computers – Donna Methvien did transfer surplus computers to the Livingston Center.
· Fall 2014 Schedule – Shannon Sciortino handed out the Fall 2014 schedule and reviewed important dates with the committee.  Action Item:  Stephanie Travis will email the list of names for subcommittee members to Shannon Sciortino.
· Print Update –Dr. Asoodeh reported that he reviewed the small project grant where the Library was awarded a color printer.  The email specifically states the grant is conditioned upon the library agreeing to provide all supplies for this printer.  Small project grants do not provide supplies.  As such, we cannot go back on the conditions and provide additional funding for supplies.
Students consistently use less than 20% of their prints.  We currently provide 50 prints per credit hour.  They have the option to purchase an additional 400 prints for $10.  There were two issues.  One issue is when teachers begin the semester by asking students to print out all the Powerpoint slides and disaster recovery plan information, which may cause them to run out of prints.  Department Heads were asked to talk with their faculty about not requiring printing of Powerpoint slides and about allowing technology in the classroom unless there is a valid reason to not allow technology in the classroom.

The other issue is the students who abuse their prints by printing out blank paper to use up their prints.  Timothy Reling presented the disciplinary process for students who abuse their prints.  It is included in the Responsible Computing Policy, Section I.B.2.7.  It reads:
Use of computing resources in direct support of administrative and academic duties (including course work), and for other purposes typically allowed by academic freedom, as long as users do not, intentionally or through neglect:  … 7. Monopolize systems, overload networks, degrade services, or waste computer  time, connect time, disk space, printer paper, manuals, or other resources.

Within the student code of conduct, there is a way for faculty or university members to bring up a student for discipline.  No policies need to be created or revised.  They are already in existence.  Dr. Asoodeh will continue to send the list of students abusing their prints to the committee and to Dr. Yates, Vice President for Student Affairs, to discipline according to university policy.  

· Software Request – Donna Methvien had a software request from the Nursing Department for Unity 3D free web app in the Kinesiology & Health Studies Annex, room 2001.  Stephanie Travis made a motion to approve the software request. Alexis Quackenbush seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of this motion.
· Surplus Computer Request – Donna Methvien had two surplus computer requests. Athletics requested a printer.  There is a printer available that can no longer handle the load from the lab.  CSIT requested ten (10) computers to be located in McGehee Hall, room 200.  Stephanie Travis made a motion to approve these surplus computer requests. Timothy Reling seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of this motion.
· Microsoft Office – Dr. Asoodeh announced a deal that is in the works to allow students to have a free copy of the latest version of Microsoft Office.  Funding for this is not coming from the Student Technology Fee.
· A motion to adjourn was made by Stephanie Travis.  Alexis Quackenbush seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting was adjourned at 1:05 p.m. 

· Next Meeting – The next meeting will be held on October 13, 2014 and will be coordinated by Shannon Sciortino.
