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A total of 1,992 surveys were sent electronically via SurveyMonkey to a randomly selected

sample of students who were enrolled at Southeastern in the Fall of 2020. 1,527 invitations
were opened by respondents, and 215 were completed for a response rate of 14%.

Student Activities and Student Life

This question asked respondents how often during the current academic year, they had
attended a variety of campus events and activities. Overall, respondents were most likely to

have attended Events sponsored by a student organization (56%) and least likely to have

attended art shows that were not required for class (14%).
